6 TIPS FOR YOUR SAFETY
WHEN WORKING WITH THE FULL FEED MIXER

The full feed mixer is a useful tool in the daily work, but it can also be the cause of serious
accidents, and it can cause minor injuries that can affect you long after the incident.
Follow the 6 tips below to work safely with the full feed mixer every time.

1. Remove the PTO shaft and put the key in your pocket,
if you have to go into the mixer
Doing this, you obtain double protection that works even in case of hardware mal-
function or if someone accidentaly starts the machine. If the machine is started while
a person is in the mixer, it is extremely dangerous so double protection is required.

2. Inform
Who knows that you have gone into the mixer? Inform a colleague about where you
are. Also consider a rescue approach in case something happens to you or you become
unwell. Plan with your colleagues what they should do, if something happens.

3. Use protective blade guards
If you lose your balance, you can fall onto the blades with your entire weight. The
floor is slippery and there is a high risk of falling. Use strong workwear and non-slip
protective work shoes. Your supplier can provide you with blade guards made for
exactly your type of feed mixer.

4. Watch our, already on your way into the mixer
Many fall or slip when they climb into the mixer with the risk of falling onto the knives
or seriously hurting themselves. Use the hatch or a fixed ladder. A ladder can be
hooked or locked with solid fittings, but never use free standing ladders to enter!

5. Checkthe entire mixer before you start it
The full feed mixer is sizeable, and large objects or living creatures might be hiding in
blind spots.

6. Beagood role model
The farmer and the experienced employees are the closest teachers and role models
for better or worse, so think about creating good safety habits — even when it is busy!
Itis often when we are busy damages happen, but remember everyone falls behind,
when someone is injured.

2. Givbesked
Hvem ved, at du er gaet ind i blanderen? Giv besked til en kollega om, hvor du er.
Overvej ogsa, hvordan du kan blive reddet ud, hvis der sker dig noget, eller du far det
darligt. Lav aftaler med dine kolleger om, hvad de skal gere, hvis det sker.

3. Skerm knivene af med skinner
Hvis du mister balancen, kan du ramme ned pa knivene med hele din vaegt. Bunden
er glat, og risikoen for at falde er stor. Brug samtidigt kraftigt arbejdstej og skridsikkert
vaernefodtej. Din leverander har skinner, der passer til netop din type foderblander.

4. Pas pa, allerede pa vej ind
Mange falder eller glider, nar de klatrer ind i eller ned i blanderummet, og risikerer at
ramme knlver:e eller sla sig alvprllgt. Brug lugen eller en_fastgjort_ stige. En stige kan . Montering af skinner pd knive
haegtes eller lases fast med solide beslag, men brug aldrig lese stiger som adgangsvej!
5. Tjek hele vejen rundt, for du kerer
Fuldfoderblanderen er stor, og der kan gemme sig store genstande eller levende
vaesner i de blinde vinkler.

6. Ver et godt forbillede
Landmanden og de erfarne medarbejdere er de naermeste leeremestre, pa godt og
ondt. Sa teenk over, hvordan | skaber gode vaner med sikkerhed - ogsa nar der er travlt!
Det er nemlig ofte ved travlhed, at skaderne sker, og alle kommer bagud, nar nogen
kommer til skade.
